The Road to Emmaus
Luke 24:13-49



A rock – reminds us of Jesus’ tomb

Two sticks – remind us of Jesus’ cross

Something new – reminds us that Jesus gives us a new life

Draw a cloud you see – reminds us that Jesus lives in Heaven

Something white – reminds us that Jesus forgave us

A fallen leaf – reminds us of the palm branches used during Jesus’ triumphal entry

Draw an animal – reminds us of the donkey Jesus rode to Jerusalem

Something empty – reminds us of Jesus’ empty tomb

Something black – reminds us that Jesus died for our sins

Let’s go on a scavenger hunt to find things that remind us of the Easter story!
That way we can remember Jesus and what He did on Easter every day.
